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Other publishers have produced HTML versions of textbooks, what’s different about these new versions?

My favorite feature about the Pearson HTMLbook is that it’s available for all students. There are no eligibility requirements. Another big feature is the “go to” page function. When a teacher says turn to page 53 we don’t want anything to get in the way of that student getting to page 53. The Pearson HTMLbook is fully key board accessible making it useful for students with low motor abilities. We’ve also taken a multi-column presentation and put it into a single column. This is very important because sometimes you look at a page and if you’re not a visual learner, it’s sort of hard to figure out what’s important, so we think we’ve done a lot to address that.
